Optional Features:
Additional optional features can also be included with the system to 
enhance operational capability including:

• Small bladder and blower system ensures no heavy lifting when 
putting up or taking down the shelter.

can be provided for a complete “turn key” system.
• Mobile power generation and distribution ensures that system can
